 We realize that the cost of doing business and the costs associated with 
conducting the Folk Festival are becoming more difficult in the current economic 
environment.  
 
 Standards: 

1) $150 per 10ft X 10ft space. Early registration will be $100 if   
application is received by April 1, 2010. 

2) Set up time is 10 a.m. – 4 p.m. on Thursday, June 17. 
3) Festival operating times are; Thur. 4-9p.m., Fri.10 a.m. to 9 p.m., 

Sat.10 a.m. to 9 p.m. 
4) You are responsible for tent/canopy, chairs, elec. power strip, 

extension cords, etc. Be prepared for rain with plastic covers and/or 
side walls. 

5) Items for sale must be hand made by the seller. Commercially made 

items will not be allowed. After set up folk festival members will 

review products for sale and you may be requested to remove items 

not deemed to meet our guidelines.   
6) All applicants must submit a minimum of three (3) pictures of your 

merchandise. Digital photos e-mailed are okay. 
7) A letter or e-mail will be sent to confirm your space.   
8) Because the Festival is trying to maintain a historical Appalachian 

culture ambiance historical arts and crafts are preferred. 
9) Demonstrating how items are made would be considered a good 

educational tool.  
10) There will be No refunds.
